Act respectfully towards match officials at all times.  Abusive, Insulting or Offensive language is unacceptable.

Avoid individual or collective behaviour that is likely to incite spectators to act disorderly or violent.
6.
Make no detrimental statements in public (radio or print media) in respect of the performance of any match officials, or any policy decisions of the Club or of the FFSA.

7.
Abide by the Constitution, (Rules & Regulations) and the Competition Rules of the FFSA.

8.

Respect the facilities and equipment of their own and opposing Clubs.
